Late payments made by the 20th will be Charged-$10.00, made by the 25th will be Charged $20.00, made by the 30th will
be charged $30.00 and after the 30th Will be Charged $40.00 Returhed check fee of $25.00. There is ho reduction in
tuition when a child is absent from sChool due to iliness or £or any other reason.

If Noblesville has a 1 Or 2 hour delay, we will have
a 1 hour delay beginning Class at 10:00 AM and dismissing at our regular time of 11:30 AM . There will be Lunhch
Bunch on delay days.

If your child
becomes ill at school, you will be Called immediately. Please keep us informed in writing of any allergies your child may
have. A copy of immunization records is required before your child begins scChool.

ITEMS FROM HOME: Please have your Child leave all toys at home.

BIRTHDAYS: Birthdays are a very specCial Montessori Celebration. Please read the “Birthday Celebration Guidelines”
available onlihe. Please submit this to the teachers to schedule the celebration.

VISITATION: You are welcome to Visit at any time. We do ask that you schedule your Visit ih order to make sure
there is hot g conflict such as another child’s birthday celebration or a “speCial Visitor” with us that day. We also ask
for you to make other arrangements £Or younhger siblings during Visitatioh to our Classrooms in order for there to be
less distractions in the Classrooms. Thank you!

DISMISSAL: The school reserves the right to deny admission to a Child whose behavior is so disruptive that it inter-
feres with the operation of the Class. This inCludes not being able to mahage alonhe in the bathroom. Refusal to ad-
here to or consistent disregard for the policies is also grounds for dismissal.
